Parent Code of Conduct Agreement

1. I/We, the parent/guardians of the player give my/our approval to participate in any and all Little League activities, including transportation to and from activities.

2. I/We realize and support the commitment involved in playing baseball, and will make every effort to have my child attend practices and games.

3. I/We know that participation in baseball my result in serious injuries and protective equipment does not prevent all injuries to players, and do hereby wave release, absolve, indemnify, and agree to hold harmless the local Little League, Little League Baseball, Incorporated, the organizers, sponsors, supervisors, participants, and persons transporting my/our child to and from activities from any claim arising out of any injury to my/our child whether the result of negligence or for any other cause.

4. I/We understand and support the positive environment South Scottsdale Little League is trying to provide and assure that my actions and those of the other spectators that I bring to the field will not harm or disrupt that environment. Poor sportsmanship from players, coaching staff, or spectators is not acceptable!
5. I/We agree to return upon request the uniform and other equipment issued to my/our child in as good condition as when received except for normal wear and tear.

6. I/We understand that the South Scottsdale Little League fields are tobacco and drug free.

7. I/We agree that our child may be required to try out for a team. If such player does not attend at least 50 percent of the tryouts, local Board of Directors' approval is required for such candidate to be placed on a team.

8. As an adult, I will resolve any difficulties in an adult manner.

9. I /We understand that our child may be chosen at anytime to play on a Major Division team. If be or she is of the correct age for such division as determined by the local league and Little League Baseball. Declining to move up to such Major Division team will result in forfeiture of eligibility for the Major Division for the current season, and may be subject to further restrictions by SSLL Board of Directors.

10. I/We understand that I will be responsible for working at least one assigned shift in the snack stand during the season. (Please remember no children under the age of 16 are allowed in the snack stand)

11. I/We agree to provide a certified birth certificate for the player to league Officials.

12. I/We agree to provide proof of legal residence within the boundaries of South Scottsdale Little League. 

The parents of millions of Little Leaguers combined with their children league officials, umpires, managers, coaches, and countless volunteer agencies including sponsors, represent an imposing cross section of our world. Parents must take the initiative to make the local program successful Little League is not a club in which membership implies baby-sitting benefits and entertainment privileges. 

Practically speaking, Little League is an adult, volunteer work project constructed, supervised and assisted by parents who want to extend this benefit to their children. The parent who shirks this responsibility cannot, in turn, expect others to assume the burden.
